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The Polonsky Academy at the Van Leer Jerusalem Institute will award up to 

seven Fellowships in the humanities or social sciences for up to four years, 

beginning October 1, 2026.

Outstanding candidates will be invited for interviews on February 10-11, 2026, 

either in person or by videoconference.

The Polonsky Academy strives to promote diversity and encourages applicants 

from all backgrounds to apply.

*Applicants with children under the age of five (at the time of the application deadline) 

are granted an extra year; they are eligible to apply if they were awarded their PhD on 

or after October 1, 2020.
